prevention of cruelty to animals by discouraging�
nonselective and uncontrolled breeding, which�

produces unwanted and uncared for dogs.�

We do have a little time left before we�
can get into the real dog training,�
thanks to Mother Nature. Although, it�
won’t be that long before we can head�
to the field and have fun. In the mean�
time there is a few things we can and�
need to do to prepare.�

For any of the owners that are�
considering running in UT, I strongly�
suggest you get through the force fetch�
program. If you’re not familiar with the�
program, contact one of the senior�
members and I’m sure they will help�
you get started. Also, the Muddy�
Waters Retriever Club is holding an�
Evan Graham Seminar (pg 2) - well�
work the time to attend. Winter months�
are a great time to get this in and you�
will find out later that it is a must.�

Conditioning – don’t take your dog out�
after lying around for 3-4 months and�
expect your dog to perform at a high�
level. Get the dogs out for nice long�
walks and runs.�

If you have a puppy, you need to get a�
couple bumpers and start having fun�
getting the pup to chase the thrown�
bumper and maybe even retrieve it�
back to you. DO NOT place pressure�
on the dog to retrieve it. This is fun and�
getting the pup focused on going after�
the bumper like they need to do in�
water for the NA test. You can also�

help your pup to start using it’s nose.�
Drag an object with scent on it and�
have the pup find it and reward with a�
treat. You can even start the pup on�
gunfire initiation with a blank gun in the�
back yard. If you aren’t sure on how to�
do any of these simple exercises, feel�
free to contact me or one of the other�
senior members.�

Obedience – for those of you running�
at the UT or Invitational levels,�
obedience is of the utmost importance.�
There are lots of obedience exercises�
that can be done in the house or�
garage:�
Have the dog wait at the door for a�
command to enter.�
Have the dog wait for a command�
before exiting a kennel or crate.�
Work on “whoa” with distractions.�
Fine-tune force fetch and the “hold”�
command.Use your imagination for�
more.�

In other words, get off the couch and�
get ready for the training season.�
You’ve made a commitment to buy a�
hunting dog, now make the�
commitment to train it properly. The�
fruits of this labor will be worth it.�

The more time you can spend on this�
stuff at home, the more time you’ll�
have when it’s time to go to the field.�
